Severe Weather Shelters
The Wisconsin Dells Area is known for its’ severe weather conditions.  Weather can change any moment and dangerous conditions can result very quickly.  Christmas Mountain Village would like to recommend some basic tips to keep in mind during any severe weather that may occur.
TORNADO SAFETY

IN HOMES OR SMALL BUILDINGS: Go to the basement (if available) or to an interior room on the lowest floor, such as a closet or bathroom. Wrap yourself in overcoats or blankets to protect yourself from flying debris.

IN CARS OR MOBILE HOMES: Find a substantial structure or designated tornado shelter.

IF CAUGHT OUTDOORS: Seek shelter in a basement, shelter or sturdy building.  If you cannot quickly walk to a shelter: 
- Immediately get into a vehicle, buckle your seat belt and try to drive to the closest sturdy shelter.
- If flying debris occurs while you are driving, pull over and park.  Now you have the following options as a last resort: 

· Stay in the car with the seat belt on.  Put your head down below the windows, covering with your hands and a blanket if possible. 

· If you can safely get noticeably lower than the level of the roadway, exit your car and lie in that area, covering your head with your hands. 

- Your choice should be driven by your specific circumstances.
Weather Safety Tips provided by NOAA
With the assistance of Sauk County Emergency Management Director and Lake Delton Fire Chief we have identified the best locations on property should you not feel safe in your location.  The areas to seek shelter in no particular order are: the Registration Building lower restroom area, Jolly’s Restaurant (away from windows), or the Club House Basement.  Additionally either of the bath houses in the Campground or the Wilderness Area are better than being outdoors.
